Minutes of Meeting of Thursday, November 15, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 7:35pm by Co-President Erin Taylor.

Principal’s Report:  Mr. Rittenhouse wished everyone Happy Holidays.  Classrooms of the Future (technology grant) – all of the Science classes and half of the English classes are receiving laptops, LCD projectors and smartboards (375 laptops).  We applied for another grant.  If we get it, all core subject classes will get laptops.  Facilities – looking at phasing for the new high school still.  We are finishing up a new drug and alcohol plan – assemblies are coming up; local clergy are doing sermons regarding the drug and alcohol plan.  Homework Club – Tuesdays and Thursdays; voluntary; snacks and sodas provided as well as teachers and NHS students to help in the cafeteria for 90-120 minutes hopefully starting in mid-December with bus transportation provided to get students home.  PSSAs – we achieved annual yearly progress; reading down a little, math up one point, English up four points.  Veterans History Project – students three years ago interviewed veterans and the interviews are included in the Library of Congress and were honored on Veteran’s Day by a local government official.  Spirit Week was a great week for all.  Marching Band did well.  Powder Puff football game is this Friday night.  Hall of Fame is this weekend.  Emergency call system should be up within a week or two.
Special presentation by the director of admissions from Montgomery County Community College, which is now offering college courses to high school students to enable them to start earning college credits before they get to college at great prices.  At present, there are approximately 20 local school districts that offer students the option of dual credit (when a high school student is enrolled in a college course that earns dual credit, for both high school and college) – Upper Dublin isn’t one of them yet, but the district is looking into it. Minutes from October were distributed and approved.
Treasurer’s Report:  We have lots of money, but the sportswear bill hasn’t been paid yet.  Membership is up.
